COMPOSITION

Adimod Tablet: Each tablet contains Pidotimod INN
400 mg.

Adimod 800 Tablet: Each tablet contains Pidotimod
INN 800 mg.

PHARMACOLOGY

Pidotimod works by modulating the immune system
to trigger a protective response against bacteria or
viruses that cause recurrent airway infections and
thus boosts immunity against these infections. It
stimulates and regulates cellular and humoral
immunity in  conditions of immunodeficiency.
Pidotimod increases the activity of natural killer cells
and activates phagocytosis and thus having effect
on T-cell immunity. It also increases the production
of cytokines and thus having effect on humoral
immunity.

® Recurrent upper & lower respiratory tract
infections

® Acute respiratory tract infection

® Asthma

e Chronic Obstructive pulmonary disease

e Chronic Bronchitis

* Immunological disorders

DOSAGE & ADMINISTRATION
Adimod is recommended for 60 days therapy in
following dosing pattern:

Children : First 15 days 400 mg twice daily
Rest 45 days 400 mg once daily
Adults : First 8 days 800 mg twice dally

Rest 60 days 800 mg once daily

Adimod Can be taken with or without food, or as
recommended by a physician. It is advised to take
the missed dose as soon as possible. If it is almost
time for next dose, skip the missed dose. Doubling
the dose to make up for the missed one is not
recommended.

CONTRAINDICATION

Pidotimod is not recommended for use in patients
with a known allergy to pidotimod or any other
inactive ingredients present in the formulation.

WARNING AND PRECAUTION
Consumption of alcohol and smoking during the
treatment with Pidotimod is not advisable.

SIDE EFFECTS

Common side effects: Skin rash and allergic
reactions.

Rare side effects: Headache, drowsiness, nausea &
vomiting, diarrhea, abdominal pain, dry mouth etc.

USE IN PREGNANCY AND LACTATION
Pidotimod is not recommended during pregnancy &
lactation unless necessary.

USE IN CHILDREN

Pidotimod is not recommended for use in children
less than 2 years of age since the safety and
efficacy of use are not clinically established.

USE IN SPECIAL POPULATION

Patients with renal impairment: Pidotimod should
be used with caution in patients with kidney
diseases. Regular monitoring of kidney function
tests is necessary to safely use Pidotimod.
Appropriate dose adjustments or replacement with
a suitable alternative may be required in based on
the clinical condition.

Patients with Diabetes: Pidotimod should be used
with caution in patients with diabetes. Regular
monitoring of blood glucose levels is necessary
while  taking  Pidotimod.  Appropriate  dose
adjustments or replacement with a suitable
alternative may be required in based on the clinical
condition.

Driving or Operating machinery: Use of Pidotimod
may cause drowsiness in some patients. It is
advised not to perform any activities such as driving
a vehicle or operating machinery if drowsiness
occurs during treatment with Pidotimod.

DRUG INTERACTION

Pidotimod can affect the drug effectiveness to
suppress or stimulate the functional activity of
lymphocytes. May show moderate interaction with
Corticosteroids, Antiviral vaccines and related
products , Immunomodulators, & Apremilast.

OVERDOSE
Emergency medical treatment or contact with the
doctor in case of an overdose is advised.

STORAGE

Store below 30° C, in a cool & dry place. Keep away
from light. Keep all the medicine out of the reach of
children.
